Introducing Article 6 (life, survival and development)
Every child has the right to life. Governments must do all they can to ensure that
children survive and develop to their full potential.

What are all the things that you need to survive and to develop?

LIFE, SURVIVAL AND

-Good health - physical and mental
-Education

-Clean water

-‘Somewhere safe to live

‘People to look after you

‘A name and an identity so you can be registered for healthcare and education

‘Knowledge of your rights
