Road safety around our school

You may be aware that Lewisham is launching a Healthy Neighbourhoods Programme. The
aim of the programme is to make Lewisham communities ‘greener, healthier, and more
attractive places to live, work, play and do business’. One key priority is to reduce traffic in the
borough, through a number of traffic management measures including road closures. There is
due to be a 6-month trial starting in January 2020 within an area to the west of Hither Green
station (this does not include Beacon Road). This will include blocking off Ennersdale Road at
the railway bridge and so it will not be possible to turn right onto Ennersdale Road from
Nightingale Grove. Vehicles would need to drive via Lewisham or the South Circular to get to
the other side of the station. You can find more information, including the map of the trial area,
here:

At Brindishe Green, we have not been consulted about this scheme, and have only recently
found out about the trial. Although we support measures taken to reduce traffic and improve air
quality, we are concerned about what the impact will be on the roads local to our school,
particularly Beacon Road. We plan to invite local councillors into school to discuss the
proposal and the implications it may have for Brindishe Green.
